Meeting Minutes of January 15, 2019
Today’s meeting, at Crawford County EMS was called to order at 1306 hours by R. Pace, Chairman

Agenda: The agenda was presented by Mr. Pace.  A motion was heard for approval of the agenda by Mr. Mattes and a second by Mr. Modesitt. Unanimous vote was heard. 
Minutes of the October 2018 meeting were presented by e-mail in October by Mr. Yoakum. A motion from Mr. Cowan to approve the minutes was heard with a second by Mr. Mattes. All voted in approval. 
Financial Report: Mr. Bruner reported the balances of the funds: $8,148.66 in the Education Fund and $36,814.15 in the general fund. Two checks are still outstanding.
KSBEMS: No report. No representative present.

KRAF Grant Committee: Mr. Yoakum reported that applications were due Jan. 02, 2019. BEMS is currently checking the validity of the applications and assembling the information. They will send out the packet to the committee and a meeting will be scheduled for probably February. 
Homeland Security: Mr. Burnett reported that Mr. Jones (Chanute FD) has abdicated his position with the regional IMT team. He also reported that the trailer has been transferred elsewhere in the state... 
SEKRTC:   The next meeting of the SEKRTC is April 18, 2019 at Labette Health.  This will be the general membership meeting. It will be held from 0800-1500. 
EDTF: Mr. Yoakum discussed that the committee is currently engaged in two issues. First is the Continuing Education process and how it might be optimized. Prior to the December BEMS meeting the committee recommended the elimination of the sub categories within the template. The full board of BEMS accepted and referred the issue to board staff to make the necessary adjustments. Otherwise, the committee is continuing with current projects. Also, the committee continues to debate evaluating initial class pass rates and whether to draft policies to set minimums and methods to help I/C’s improve their rates.
MERGe: There have been no activities of this group. Attempts are being made to invite the Chair of the group to our meeting for an update of plans and the future.

KISS Committee: The committee held a Bootcamp at the end of 2018. It was successfully attended and had good reviews. Plans are in motion to set dates in 2019 with possibly a site in Pittsburg.

EMS-C:  Ms. Harrison reported that several courses were coming in the near future. One course is Safe Transport of Children and the other is Disaster Response for Children.  Information can be found by contacting tracy.cleary@ks.gov
KAMTS: No activity to report.
CISM: Mr. Modesitt reports that the team is prepared to respond now. They are contacted through the Allen County Dispatch center. The group has an advisor now who will serve as the professional support advisor.   
Medical Director Workshop: This is set for Feb. 17th, 2019 at Downstream Casino and Resort at 17:00. Topics of discussion are being prepared. Dr. Stebbins offered to present a topic. He recently attended a national event which offered training on being a medical director.      
Guardians of the Heart: This year’s event will be expanded to three days from Feb. 18-20, 2019. The US Marshall’s office and the Oklahoma Highway Patrol will be hosting Active Shooter training sessions on day three in groups of 20.    Registration is limited. 
Facebook Page: Mr. Reed and Ms. Harrison indicated they are still gathering information before starting the page. 

Scholarships for GOTH and KEMTA: Discussion of the members about proceeding with this initiative centered on making the process so that those with the most need would benefit. This year will be an “application” process which will allow providers to demonstrate their need as to why they should deserve to be awarded. 

Nominations for the Board will be assembled by Mr. Burnett and Mr. Mattes to be considered at the April meeting for election to the board. Members up for election are: Mr. Pace, Mr. Reed, Mr. Yoakum and Mr. Cowan.

Service reports were heard. 

The Board went into executive session at 15:31 personnel matters for 10 minutes. At 1541 the session was continued until 1547. Upon resumption of the open session there was no action taken. 

Discussion of the board was heard to consider a memoriam to honor Kathleen (Adams) Mellen, long time educator at Coffeyville Community College and pioneer of the EMS Department. A motion by Mr. Modesitt to contribute a $100 to the American Cancer Society was heard. A second was heard from Mr.Burnett. All voted in favor.
