Old Business: 

Education  Scholarships: Review of the revisions were discussed. It was suggested services be allowed to submit for re-imbursement from the Region for expenditures also. Awards would coincide with the fiscal year of BEMS funding. Applications would be accepted up to December 31 at noon each calendar year with a maximum budget of $10,000. A motion to move forward with the project was heard of Mr. Long and seconded by Mr. Reissig. All in favor.

Homeland Security Committee: Mr. Reissig reported that currently the committee is continuing ongoing projects to include encryption of law enforcement radio’s. A bylaw review was being considered too. Nothing new to report. 
Trauma committee: Michelle Grayson said they are seeking input for a 2025 Trauma symposium with RTC and  EMS-C assembling a pediatric tract one day and an adult trauma the next.
