Region 6 EMS 
Board Meeting Minutes

April 15th, 2010

Board members present: David Cowan, Chris Way, Travis Modesitt, Ross Varone, Terry Staggs, Randy Grimmett, Ken Yoakum
Guests: Sarah House, EMSC and Ron Conaway, Iola FD/EMS
Today’s meeting was called to order at 1300 by Chairman Way. 

Mr. Way submitted the agenda and asked for comment, additions were discussion on EMS week and elections in July were added to the new business. A motion to approve the agenda was heard from Mr. Modesitt and seconded by Mr. Staggs. Unanimous approval was heard. 

The minutes from the January meeting were presented and reviewed by those present. No amendments were heard and a motion to approve was presented by Mr. Varone and Mr. Cowan seconded. Unanimous approval was heard. 

Unfinished Business: 
Financial Report: Chairman Way reported that both he and Mr. Bruner, treasurer were still in the midst of completing a format to report budgetary expenditures on behalf of the region. It was offered that the region simply use the same format as the Kansas BEMS report form where expenditures were reported. No opposition or comment was noted at this time. 
Scope of Practice: This legislation has now passed out of both the Kansas House and Senate with amendments. The region will monitor the progress of the statutes and regulations and await the implementation plan. 
Educational Grant (KRAF): Funds from the fiscal year KRAF grant have been received. The total $5,675 has been deposited in the regional account. No specific uses for these funds have been identified at this time. Regional participants were encouraged to submit proposals for funding consideration. Mr. Yoakum sought permission from the council to solicit funding for a PHTLS class in the eastern part of the region  from the Regional Trauma Council. The course would be open to the region. Mr. Cowan  made the motion to allow this and was seconded by Mr. Modesitt. 

Homeland Security:  Work continues with this council with priorities continuing to be that of Accountability (Identification and resource accountability), Regional Rescue initiatives and a Law Enforcement component. Most regional funding through this entity are dedicated law enforcement funds. The Regional Rescue committee is sponsoring Technical Rescue Technician Certification class in May (19-26, 2010 from 0800-1700 daily) at Parsons. There is no cost to participants and TWO seats remain. Contact Kevin Jones at Chanute Fire Department for details and registration. 
Regional Triage Project: At the last meeting in January Dr. Dodson addressed the council about the new CDC Triage System and a potential project to “beta” test this in the Region as part of a nationwide evaluation of the system. The CDC has chosen three states to participate in this study with Kansas being chosen along with Michigan and Massachusetts. Chairman Way will travel to Atlanta in May to attend the initiation meeting with other delegates from the state. All costs are being covered by the CDC.
New Business: 
NAEMT “Day on the Hill”: NAEMT is hosting EMS providers from around the country to attend the EMS Day on the Hill” in Washington D.C. in early May. Mr. Way solicited the Board to provide for meal expenses for himself during the trip. All other expenses are being covered by KEMSA or other organizations. A motion was heard to provide these expenses by Mr. Modesitt and seconded by Mr. Cowan. No opposition was heard. 
IC/TO Workshop: Discussion was brought to the council by the Chair about the provision of an upcoming regional instructor workshop that would be separate of the Scope of Practice “Train-the-trainer” class October 9-10 and the bi-annual IC T/O workshops.  Rationale for this would be that the Scope trainer transition course will be considerably more costly in materials than a typical educator workshop. While both venues qualify for the requirement of renewal by KSBEMS it may not be cost effective for all educators to attend the Scope Transition course. Therefore it is being proposed that a separate educator meeting be considered. Chairman Way agreed to begin the coordination of this and have a prepared proposal at the July meeting for consideration when we have more details about the costs of the Scope training.   
EDTF Update: Mr. Yoakum reported that the Task Force has been on hiatus during the recent months so that energy could be concentrated towards the Scope of Practice legislation by some of the participants. A meeting is planned for April 16th via interactive internet. Also discussion was heard that Mr. Yoakum was the only participant in this task force and that a T.O. needed to be appointed. Mr. Grimmett was appointed to serve in that role.

BEMS Legislative Package: With the exception of the Scope of Practice legislation most other BEMS legislation proposals have seemed to stagnate in committees and no foreseeable action is near. 
KRAF Grants: The Board of EMS has approved the list of awards as presented by the KRAF committee and awards should follow soon. Mr. Hamlin currently is the Regional representative to that committee but has submitted his desire to resign from that appointment. Discussion trended toward a later appointment following elections in July. 

EMS Week:  Mr. Way relayed a desire from Mr. Pace who could not attend to solicit whether or not anyone had any suggestions for any regional activities for that week of May. A poll of the room found that there were several local activities planned but there was not really enough time to coordinate a regional activity at this time. 

Elections will be held in July for the following members positions. 

Chris Way, Kenny Yoakum, Darin Hamlin, David Cowan, Rod Pace for a three year term

Also election of officers will be held at that time. Mr. Yoakum was asked to post this on the webpage ASAP.

Persons seeking nomination need not be present but voting will only be allowed by those present. 

The meeting was adjourned by motion heard by Mr. Varone and second by Mr. Cowan. No opposition was heard at 1430.
