Board Meeting Minutes

October 15th, 2009

Board members present: Dave Bruner, David Cowan, Chris Way, Joey Adams, Ross Varone, Terry Staggs, Randy Grimmett, Ken Yoakum
Today’s meeting was called to order at 1310 by Chairman Way. 

Mr. Way submitted the agenda and asked for comment, additions or changes. None were heard. A motion to approve the agenda was heard from Mr. Adams and seconded by Mr. Cowan. Unanimous approval was heard. 

The minutes from the July meeting were presented and reviewed by those present. No amendments were heard and a motion to approve was presented by Mr. Staggs and Mr. Adams seconded. Unanimous approval was heard. 

Unfinished Business: 

Pan-Flu Grants: The second round of funding has been received in the region but is in a different format this year. Instead of sending funds and allowing Regions to expend them within guidelines there was a shipment of supplies to respond to pandemic flu outbreaks. These include N-95 masks, gloves, gowns and associated equipment. Discussion was heard as to how to best distribute the supplies. Discussion included warehousing the supplies, distribution to each of the 19 services in the region, or stockpile the supplies with the services that have disaster trailers and would be willing to store them there until contacted for use. The best solution was to conduct a brief phone survey of services as to their willingness to warehouse the supplies in Mass Casualty trailers and willingness to facilitate delivery of them when needed.

Educational Grant (KRAF): Funds from the fiscal year KRAF grant have been received. 

Resource typing/MERGe: Entities are developing software programs that will catalogue and provide a database of resources available at the time of event. These materials will be monitored and as they become available distributed. 
New Business: 

Regional Library:  One primary mission of the Regional Council is to provide educational opportunities across the region. The goal of this is to provide education with little, if any cost to the student or the institution hosting the class. Mr. Grimmett brought a proposal that the region use education funds to build a library of PHTLS books for now and in the future perhaps EPC books or PEPP books. The region currently owns the current version of the AMLS books. One issue was brought to the discussion that some entities frown on the practice of “librarying” of  books to encourage more referencing of the books before, during and after classes. It was determined that the Region should develop a policy to allow for distribution of books well prior to classes and a registration of users that receive the book. If the user determines they wish to keep the book they would be responsible for replacement costs of the manual. A motion to begin this program was heard by Mr. Adams and seconded by Mr. Cowan. Unanimous approval was heard.     
H1N1 PPE: Much of these materials are being distributed now for use at individual services. 

IC/TO Workshop: The region was fortunate enough to have provided a very well received workshop in 2008. Region 6 Educators were able to attend the conference for no registration fee. This format was so well received we are going to attempt to do the same thing in 2010. There will be some challenges with this format on October 9th and 10th, 2010. As noted this will be a two day event for some educators. Information for the curriculum changes for Emergency Medical Responder, EMT and Advanced EMT will be “rolled out” at that time. Efforts are now underway to begin the process of finding a location and working out the logistics of further details.   
EDTF Update: Mr. Yoakum attended the last meeting of the EDTF in July and provided an update of the task forces mission to date. Currently the EDTF has presented a proposal for changes of the classifications of educators along with a template of providing future educators credentialing to the Education Sub-Committee of the Kansas Board of EMS. It has met with support of the committee and the general board. The Task Force now has been tasked with review and revision of the existing statutes and regulations for meeting the needs of the template. These will be brought back to the committee for comment and possible approval. The desire is to get them completed for possible inclusion in the 2010 legislative package.  Mr. Yoakum will attend the meeting on Oct. 19th for this purpose in Salina

No committee reports were heard.

No further business was heard of the audience and a motion to adjourn was heard by Mr. Cowan and seconded by Mr. Adams. No opposition was heard. The meeting adjourned at 1430.
