A motion was heard to cease nominations by Mr. Wilhelms and 2nd by Mr. Bruner and approved. The nominees were elected to serve a three year term to end in 2011. 

Mr. Pat Pomeroy submitted his resignation from the Board due to relocation. The floor was opened to seek interest in the position and Mr. Cowan expressed his desire to fill the remaining term. No other interest was heard. Mr. Cowan was appointed. 

Election of Officers: This year the position of Chairman and Secretary were open for election. Nominations were opened and an immediate motion was presented by Mr. Cowan to retain the current officers in their positions. This was 2nd by Mr. Adams via conference call. The motion passed without objection. 

With elections completed the Board began with approval of the agenda as presented.

Minutes of the April meeting were distributed to all present members. Motion to accept was made by D. Bruner, 2nd by D. Cowan and approved without objection. 

Unfinished Business:

800 Mhz Radios: The Regional Homeland Security Council has approved 800 Mhz radios for all regional EMS vehicles. There are still some details to work out as to what type (handheld or mobile) desired for each service. This will be an ongoing project for a while longer.

BEMS Grants:
Mr. Way advised that the KSBEMS grant has been received under the conventions of the KRAF grant process. The majority of that funding has been allocated towards an Advanced Haz-Mat Life Support class to be held at Coffeyville Community College in Oct. (tentatively).

Educator Workshop: Mr. Way has been in contact with Jon Freisen about perspective dates for the workshop to be hosted by Region 6. Two dates discussed were Nov. 1st and Nov. 15th. It was decided that the later date was most suitable. Mr. Way will confirm this with Mr. Freisen. Registration will take place through Regional Administrative Assistant Marti Shields. Region 6 council is going to provide this class without charge to IC/TO’s within our Region. 

New Business: 

Region 6 Priorities: Tabled to next meeting

Class Proposal: Mr. Yoakum presented to the Board a proposal for a class to be held on October 8th, 2008 over hybrid vehicle safety, airbag systems and passenger restraint systems. The class will be presented by Mr. Dave Long. He is a nationally recognized speaker and expert in this area. He will be in the area and will bring airbags for demonstration, handouts, and all audiovisual equipment. Expenses will be incurred of approx. $1,500 and Mr. Yoakum is asking for the board to cover these expenses. Motion to approve $1,500 was heard by Mr. Wilhelms, 2nd by Mr. Bruner. All approved, no objections. A flyer will be posted on the website. 
Scope of Practice: Mr. Yoakum and Mr. Sutton, Deputy Director of the Kansas Board of EMS, provided an update on the proceedings of the Scope of Practice committee. This committee is tasked with examining all aspects of EMS in Kansas to accomplish several goals. This committee is meeting next week and will be submitting a report to the Board of EMS at it’s August meeting on progress. A perspective skill set is near completion and will be the focus of this report.

Finance: Mr. Way reported that he and Mr. Hamlin along with Marti are in the midst of preparing the annual financial report to the Kansas Board of EMS. They will present copies at the October meeting of the council.

Public Comment: 

Mr. Cowan asked Mr. Sutton about the recent STEMI initiatives in other areas and what position the state of Kansas was going to adopt. Mr. Sutton noted that a current cooperative study and initiative was being conducted across the state with emphasis in region 2. He was not sure what would be the fruits of this project as it was still premature in the process. Some discussion was conducted on how this might be turned into a state protocol and mandate. This was not met favorably in discussion. 

Mr. Bruner also asked about the previously discussed classes that the region has expressed interest in providing to regional technicians. Those classes include PHTLS, ACLS, PALS, NRP and AMLS. Those people who agreed to take on the administration of these classes were basically in agreeance that all that was needed were locations and dates. Action will be seen in this area before the end of the calendar year. 
No further comments or issues were brought before the board for discussion. 

A motion to adjourn was heard by Mr. Bruner and seconded by Mr. Yoakum. No objections were heard and the matter passed.
