Special Meeting of the Executive Board of Region 6 EMS

November 28, 2007

This meeting was conviened following the presentation by the Kansas Board of EMS this afternoon about the upcoming Kansas Revolving and Assistance Funding Grant Program (KRAF). During this meeting it was discussed that part of this program would involve a representative from each of the six regions needs to appoint a person to a committee know as the Financial Assistance Review Committee (FARC). It was also determined that this person needed to be appointed soon as the initial meeting of the committee would be held shortly after the first of the 2008 calendar period.

The only item on the agenda for this meeting was to address this issue and discuss appointment of Region 6’s representative to the FARC. 

Chairman Way began the discussion that it was obvious that many organizations in the region would be applying for these funds. Several people had shown an interest in serving in the role of representative for the region on this committee. It was mutually agreed upon by the members present that this could create, at a minimum, the preception of bias if the representative were also party to a proposal being considered for funding. In order to avoid any allegations of impropriety it was suggested that the person appointed to this committee be a disinterested party. 

Mr. Darin Hamlin would be able to be an objective and neutral party secondary to his status and he was solicited as to whether he would consider such an appointment. He stated that he would be willing to serve in this capacity if so appointed. 

A motion was made by Mr. Pace and seconded by Mr. Adams that Mr. Hamlin be appointed to represent Region 6 EMS on the FARC. No discussion was entertained from the participants. The vote was unanimous in favor of the appointment. 

With the business complete and the agenda addressed a motion by Mr. Adams and seconded by Mr. Pace for adjournment was unanimously passed. The meeting concluded at 1532 hrs.
