Meeting Minutes of JANUARY 20, 2011
Today’s meeting was called to order at 1315 hours by Chairman Chris Way.

Agenda: The agenda was presented by the Chairman. A motion was heard for approval of the agenda by Mr. Modetsitt and seconded by Mr. Varone. Unanimous vote was heard in favor.
Minutes of the July 2010 meeting were presented. There was no October meeting held. 
A motion by Mr. Adams to approve the minutes was heard with a second by Mr. Staggs. All approved. No opposition noted.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

A. Scope of Practice Transition: All the Train the Trainer courses have been held throughout the state. At the Board of EMS level there is still movement to modify both content and intent of SB 262. There has been dialogue between the newly formed Medical Directors Committee, the Board of EMS and a few other entities about the transition with an emphasis on EMT-A. While EMT-A remains quite contested, EMT and EMR are mostly ready for classes to be submitted for approval and begin being taught. 

B. Regional Train the Trainer classes were held on Oct. 9 and 10th, 2010. There were 27 attendees the first day for EMT and EMR and 21 attendees for the second day of EMT-A. The course was met with good evaluations and a mass of material was presented by the Friesen Group.  
C. Chairman Way states that Homeland Security meetings are being led in the direction of completing ongoing initiatives and not beginning any new projects.
D. Educators Workshop: Region 6 hosted a educators workshop on Dec. 4th, 2010 in Independence. There were 35 attendees for the day and Mr. Chy Miller facilitated the class. Great evaluations were received.  

E. Regional Triage: Most EMS services have been completing and submitting triage surveys. Data is being compiled through March of 2011. 

NEW BUSINESS:

A. KRAF Grant Representative:  Mr. Cowan has submitted his resignation as the Region Representative to the KRAF Grant Revue Committee. Mr. Adams has agreed to serve as the representative. Deadline for applications were January 2, 2010. Packets are being distributed and meetings will begin in February.  
B. PHTLS request from the SEKRTC: Ongoing discussions with the SEK RTC about holding PHTLS trainings were to have been facilitated by Mr. Cory Hallacy and/or Mr. Pace however neither could be present today. This matter was tabled until April.

C. EDTF Update: Mr. Yoakum advised the Educators Development Task Force has been somewhat dormant with the emphasis on the Transition material. There is to be a meeting of the committee on Jan. 21 via teleconference. Mr. Yoakum will report back in April.

D. EIG: Education Incentive Grant committee representative from Region 6 is Mr. Way. He announced that if there was another interested party he would be happy to entertain their appointment.
