Region 6 EMS 
Meeting Minutes of July 15, 2010
Today’s meeting was called to order at 1315 hours by Chairman Chris Way. 

Board members present:

Agenda: The agenda was presented by the Chairman. A motion was heard for approval of the agenda by Mr. Pace and seconded by Mr. Bruner. No opposition was heard. Unanimous vote was heard.
Today’s financial report was tabled once more secondary to the absence of the Treasurer.
Minutes of the April 2010 meeting were presented. 
A motion by Mr. Wilhelms to approve the minutes was heard with a second by Mr. Cowan. All approved. No opposition noted.
Chairman Way called for a short executive session of only the Region 6 EMS Board members regarding contractual issues for not more than 15 minutes. A motion was heard from Mr. Pace and Ms. Hadley seconded to proceed with the session. A unanimous vote was heard and the session began at 1322. At 1335 discussions were not complete. A motion from Mr. Pace and second by Mr. Cowan was heard to extend the session an additional 10 minutes. All in favor and the announcement by Chairman Way was completed to the outside audience. The session was complete at 1347 with no action taken as a result. 
Elections were held for 5 seats on the Board. Those up for election were:
Chris Way, Kenny Yoakum, Darin Hamlin, David Cowan, Rod Pace

Nominations were opened and a motion was heard from Mr. Wilhelms that all five current members be retained in their positions. A second to this was heard from Mr. Grimmett. No further discussion was heard. All voted in favor of the motion. 

Officers positions that were up for renewal were the Chair  Chris Way and Secretary Kenny Yoakum. 

A motion was heard by Mr.Hamlin to re-appoint Mr. Way to the Chairman position. A second was heard by Mr. Cowan. All approved.

A motion was heard to nominate Kenny Yoakum back to the Secretary position by Mr. Modesitt and seconded by Mr. Hamlin. All voted in favor of the motion.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

A. Scope of Practice Transition: Currently the Scope of Practice has become Statute from SB 262. The next phase to be seen in the region will be the Train-the-Trainer transition  seminars. The Region 6 session will be held Oct. 9th and 10th at Labette Health Center in the newly remodeled Conference Center. Costs have yet to be determined or as to whom they will be coming from. Regional TO’s and I/C’s are encouraged to monitor the website and e-mail (listserv also) for fast paced updates. 

B. There have been no Homeland Security meetings since our last meeting so there is no update. 

C. Educator Workshop: The current speculation is that the Scope of Practice transition course in item A will be quite costly to attend and there will probably be some educators in need of a educators workshop this year to meet the required workshop in regulation for endorsement as an educator. Mr. Freisen has facilitated these in the paste with great evaluations. However he is to busy with other commitments. Chairman Way was directed to seek someone else to facilitate this and get speculative costs. The issue will possibly have to be dealt with via an e-mail vote with the current time constraints before the October meeting. 

D. Regional Triage: Over the last few months there has been a initiative to complete a trial in cooperation with the CDC in reference to the Regional Triage concept that CDC recently distributed. Mr. Pace reported that the steering committee of the SEKRTC has developed a training survey and course for area EMS agencies. Directors will be contacted with further information and classes will soon be announced. One goal of the committee is to see a 75% participation by EMS agencies within the region. 

NEW BUSINESS:

A. KRAF Grant funds: The Kansas Board of EMS has distributed the annual KRAF funds to the Region. It is necessary to accept and sign the forms for this. Mr. Pace made a motion to allow the Chair to sign the forms and Mr. Cowan seconded. All were in favor. 
B. KEMSA-Last Blast of Summer: In years past Region 6 EMS has sponsored scholarships to the annual KEMSA Last Blast of Summer conference. This topic was again brought for discussion if the Region might consider sponsorship again this year. Discussion was mutually agreed that this has been a successful venture in the past. A motion was heard by Mr. Cowan and a second by Ms. Hadley that Region 6 sponsor up to four people for their conference registration banquet ticket and motel registration for three nights and also donate $500 to KEMSA for Speaker sponsorship again this year. All were in favor.
Stipulations for this are:

One person per service, Cannot be persons previously receiving scholarships and will only cover the registration, lodging and banquet ticket.
If the person(s) does not attend the conference they may be subject to re-imbursement of the region. Each case will be taken up by the Board for consideration. 

Mr. Yoakum will post this to the regions website and also broadcast it via e-mail and list-serv. He will be charged with organizing, selecting (if necessary) and notifying individuals of their selection. 
C. PHTLS request from the SEKRTC: A letter was received from the Southeast Kansas Regional Trauma Council seeking a cooperation with Region 6 EMS to provide PHTLS classes (4) within the region. SEKRTC stated it’s willingness to provide $4000 towards this venture. Discussion was heard from several members that perhaps this was a start towards an initiative but there were several factors that need to be resolved before entering such a venture. One issue was equipment availability and responsibility to appropriately conduct a class and remuneration of instructors appropriately. A motion was heard from Mr. Cowan to submit a letter of response to the SEKRTC outlining some areas of concern and suggestions for resolution and declining their funding offer for the present time. A second was heard from Ms. Hadley and all voted in favor. 
D. EDTF Update: Mr. Yoakum advised that the most recent meeting was held on July 12th with a follow-up meeting on July 20th  in which the task force was discussing about 12 different regulations in the area of education. Mr. Pace and Mr. Way asked if all members of the Region Board could get e-mailed copies of current versions of the regulations being discussed so as to follow developments. Recommendations of the task force are to be presented at the August meeting of the Education Committee of the Board of EMS.

E. BEMS Update: Currently there is a meeting of the Board of EMS on Monday July 19th to narrow the list of candidates for Executive Director of the Board to 4 candidates from several. 

F. Bylaws Committee: No new updates were available. Bylaws are available on the website.

Sub-Committee Reports: 

None at this time.   
It was discussed that the Region has had a cell phone and plan since the inception of the testing program many years ago. The intent was that it was for the regional administrative assistant to utilize for taking registrations and also organizing test sites. With these not being done any longer the phone has been not used. The plan costs over $50 a month. All board members agreed this was unnecessary and that the plan should be cancelled. 

With no other comments or agenda items for discussion, a motion for adjournment was heard from Mr. Pace and second by Mr. Cowan. No opposition was heard and it was unanimous.
