Region 6 EMS 
Meeting Minutes of July 21, 2011
Today’s meeting was called to order at 1310 hours by Chairman Chris Way. 

Board members present:

Agenda: The agenda was presented by the Chairman. A motion was heard for approval of the agenda by Mr. Adams and seconded by Mr. Pace. Unanimous vote was heard. No opposition was heard. 
Minutes of the January 2011 meeting were presented as there was no meeting in April. 
A motion by Mr. Adams to approve the minutes was heard with a second by Mr. Varone. All approved. No opposition noted.
Chairman Way called for a short executive session of only the Region 6 EMS Board members regarding contractual issues for not more than 15 minutes. A motion was heard from Mr. Pace and Mr. Adams seconded to proceed with the session. A unanimous vote was heard and the session began at 1313. The session was complete at 1326 with no action taken as a result. 
Elections were held for 4 seats on the Board. Those up for election were:
Travis Modesitt, Maggie Hadley, Jim Wilhelms, Randy Grimmett
Nominations of the following were heard: Ron  Conaway, Travis Modesitt, Randy Grimmett, and Travis Modesitt

A motion was made by D. Cowan to cease nominations since none were heard beyond those listed. No further discussion was heard. He also made a motion that those nominated be elected to the board. Second was heard from T. Staggs. All general members present voted in favor of the motion. 

Mr. Way announced that all officers positions were up for election this year and entertained any discussion. 
A motion was heard by Mr.Wilhelms to re-appoint all officers back to their current positions. A second was heard by Mr. Grimmett. All approved.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

A. BEMS Grant: Equipment ordered with the funds available previously this year were in (Command Boards) and being distributed to those designated to receive them. Some equipment was still on back order. 

B. Homeland Security Triage Grant: Preliminary approval has been given to the Region for a project delivered to the Homeland Security Regional Committee. Pending the official funding of the project Mr. Way is seeking to form a committee to administer the project within the Region. Mr. Adams and Mr. Grimmett accepted Mr. Way’s appointment to this committee with Mr. Way. 

C. There have been no Homeland Security meetings since our last meeting so there is no update. 
D. PHTLS/Trauma Council: With recent disaster events in the area that have disrupted many schedules along with many details that have not been worked out in reference to this issue, Mr. Pace recommends that the Region and the SEK Regional Trauma Council defer any further discussions until the two can come together again. At that time he will recommend that the process begin at establishing an Education Needs assessment survey of the region to best determine how to utilize the funds to benefit the most practitioners. Also in conjunction with the Regional Trauma Council Mr. Pace was asked if he would serve in the role of EMS Representative to the RTC if recommended. He stated he would serve that role. A motion was made by Mr. Cowan to submit Mr. Pace as the EMS representative and seconded by Mr. Adams. Mr. Yoakum was also asked to post on the website contact information for those possibly seeking funding for PHTLS grants on the website. 

E. KRAF Grant Report: Mr. Wilhelms commented on the proceedings of the KRAF Grant review committee that recently awarded the 2011 grants. He served as the regional representative and noted that it was an “eye opening and interesting experience”. He also noted that he was interested in retaining the appointment. 

NEW BUSINESS:

A. A brief discussion was entertained as to the recent response by agencies in the region to Joplin for the disaster. Several areas of interest were identified as to what was beneficial and what areas need to be re-assessed in the future. A few areas of where the Region could possibly enhance future responses were identified and will be developed for future implementation. 

B. FY 2012 BEMS Prepardness Grant: It is anticipated that this funding may present itself again this year and in an effort to be better prepared for it Mr. Way is seeking to form a committee to explore utilization of the funding. 

C. KEMSA-Last Blast of Summer: In years past Region 6 EMS has sponsored scholarships to the annual KEMSA Last Blast of Summer conference. This topic was again brought for discussion if the Region might consider sponsorship again this year. Discussion was mutually agreed that this has been a successful venture in the past. A motion was heard by Mr. Pace and a second by Mr. Varone that Region 6 sponsor up to eight people for their conference registration banquet ticket and motel registration for three nights and also donate $500 to KEMSA for Speaker sponsorship again this year. All were in favor.
Stipulations for this are:

One person per service, Cannot be persons previously receiving scholarships and will only cover the registration, lodging and banquet ticket.
If the person(s) does not attend the conference they may be subject to re-imbursement of the region. Each case will be taken up by the Board for consideration. 

Mr. Yoakum will post this to the regions website and also broadcast it via e-mail and list-serv. He will be charged with organizing, selecting (if necessary) and notifying individuals of their selection. 
D. Discussion was heard about replacing the Region laptop computer to modernize the hardware and software to use current programs for educational instruction. Mr. Cowan made a motion to allow the purchase of a laptop and software not to exceed $800. Mr. Pace seconded the motion and all voted in favor. 

E. EDTF Update: Mr. Yoakum has been unable to attend the last two meetings and no report was heard. 

F. BEMS Update:  No Board representative present. No report.

G. A meeting has been set for each Region Chair and another representative on August 3rd, 2011 at Topeka prior to the BEMS Meetings with the Executive Director of BEMS. Mr. Way and Mr. Adams will attend.

H. The Chair asked the board if the current meeting dates of the third Thursday of Jan, April, July and October were still acceptable and no opposition was heard. 

Sub-Committee Reports:  No committee report were heard. Mr. Way appointed Mr. Bruner, Mr. Staggs and Mr. Varone to serve on the Finance Committee and develop an accounting and reporting system. 
None at this time.   
With no other comments or agenda items for discussion, a motion for adjournment was heard from Mr. Pace and second by Mr. Cowan. No opposition was heard and it was unanimous.
