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The Kansas EMS Transition Instructor Train the Trainer Course is designed to prepare training officers and instructor/coordinators to coordinate emergency medical responder, emergency medical technician, and advanced emergency medical technician bridge courses in their communities and agencies.  
Who Should Attend?

Any Training Officer or Instructor/Coordinator who will be coordinating these classes at the local level should plan to attend.  You do not need to attend to teach in the transition course.  You do need to attend if you plan to coordinate a class.  Each community or agency that has certified first responders, emergency medical technicians, or emergency medical technician-intermediates that it provides continuing education to should plan to send at least one TO or I/C to this train the trainer course.
How much of the Train the Trainer must I attend?

Any TO or I/C desiring to coordinate at any level of the transition must attend day one of the train the trainer.  This includes both the EMR and EMT Bridge Courses.  If you plan to coordinate the bridge from EMT-I to AEMT you must also attend day two of the train the trainer.
